Chandlery Discount ~ The Chandlery at The Cupola House is chock full of 
hardware, tools, t-shirts, caps, books, nautical gifts, and lots of hard-to-find 
wooden boat necessities.  Your membership entitles you to a 10% discount on most 
everything in the store.
